Irish, many people may be surprised to learn that he was 
not Irish. He was, in fact, born in Great Britain but was 
kidnapped as a boy by Irish pirates and brought to Ireland 
by his captors. He was a slave for six years unƟl he  
managed to escape and make his way back to Britain.   
 
However, during his Ɵme of enslavement Patrick grew 
closer to God and prayed constantly throughout the day. 
When he returned to his homeland, he became a priest 
and decided to return to Ireland as a missionary to bring 
the Good News of Jesus to the Irish people.  
 
Throughout his 40 years of preaching, he managed to 
convert all of Ireland to ChrisƟanity. St. Patrick is believed 
to have died on March 17, 461. 
 
St. Joseph is known to all of us as the adopƟve father of 
Jesus. Because of this, St. Joseph is the patron saint of 
fathers. Being a carpenter he is also the patron saint of 
workers.  
 
Joseph has also come to be known as one of the patron 
saints of Italy. This came about because of a drought that 
occurred in Sicily during the Middle Ages. The starving 
people of Sicily prayed to St. Joseph for rain for their 
crops. The rains came and the people were spared from a 
severe famine. To thank St. Joseph for his intercession in 
their prayers the people held a great feast in which  
everyone was invited.

Have you considered a 
Qualified Charitable  
Distribution (QCD)? 

 
A QCD giŌ (a.k.a. IRA charitable rollover) allows  
individuals age 70½ or older to authorize their 
IRA administrator to make a direct transfer of funds 
from their IRA to qualified chariƟes, tax-free. This 
way of giving does not generate taxable income, 
which may lower your annual income level. If you 
are age 72 or older, the amount you transfer may 
count towards your required minimum distribuƟon.

What is a 
Mass Intention? 
 

Immaculate ConcepƟon and St. Joseph parish  
offers the possibility for you to request that a 
Mass be celebrated for a parƟcular intenƟon.  
RequesƟng a Mass intenƟon means that you are 
asking that the grace of Christ’s sacrifice in his 
death and resurrecƟon be applied for a parƟcular 
purpose, for example, for a deceased person or a 
living person who is ill or in thanksgiving for a  
favor received. An intenƟon can also be made for 
an occasion of a birthday, anniversary or special 
need, or it can be directed to a cause, such as an 
increase of vocaƟons or respect for life.  
Usually, a single intenƟon is aƩached to a given 
Mass. But it is also possible to gather several  
intenƟons in one Mass with exactly the same 
effect.
