** School Surplus is due primarily to favorable fundraising from the Sparkle Event totaling $280,095 ($82K over Budget) and higher than expected participation in the Annual Fund fundraiser
totaling $337,715 ($60K over Budget). Reduced staffing and benefits cost savings also contribute to the surplus.

Notes:

School surplus of $402,033 will be allocated 50% to Maintenance Reserve Savings at the Archdiocesan Bank, 30% will be allocated to Teacher Retention payments in the fall of 2022, and
20% will be allocated to discretionary program costs during FY2023.
Available Balance from PPP Loan proceeds: Church =$94,818.64 / School = $680,175.36
